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òThe A.A. groups themselves ought to be fully sup-

ported by the voluntary contributions of their own 

members. We think that each group should soon 

achieve this ideal; that any public solicitation of 

funds using the name Alcoholics Anonymous is highly 

dangerous, whether by groups, clubs, hospitals, or 

other outside agencies; that acceptance of large gifts 

from any source, or of contributions carrying any obli-

gations whatever, is unwise. Then, too, we view with 

much concern those A.A. treasuries which continue, 

beyond prudent reserves, to accumulate funds for no 

stated A. A. purpose. Experience has often warned us 

that nothing can so surely destroy our spiritual herit-

age as futile disputes over property, money, and au-

thority.ó 

òHumbly ask Him to remove our shortcomings.ó 

Step 7 

Since this Step so specifical-
ly concerns itself with humili-
ty, we should pause here to 
consider what humility is and 
what the practice of it an 
mean to us.  

Indeed, the attainment of 
greater humility is the foun-
dation principle of each of 
A.A.üs Twelve Steps. For with-
out some degree of humility, 
no alcoholic can stay sober at 
all. Nearly all A.A.üs have 
found, too, that unless they 
develop much more of this 
precious quality than may be 
required just for sobriety, 
they still havenüt much chance 
of becoming truly happy. 

Without it, they cannot live to 
much useful purpose, or, in 
adversity, be able to summon 
the faith that can meet any 
emergency.  

Humility, as a word and as an 
ideal, has a very bad time of 
it in our world. Not only is the 
idea misunderstood; the 
word itself is often intensely 
disliked. Many people have-
nüt even a nodding acquaint-
ance with humility as a way 
of life. Much of the everyday 
talk we hear, and a great 
deal of what we read, high-
lights manüs pride in his own 
achievements.  

With great intelligence, men 

of science have been forcing 
nature to disclose her secrets. 
The immense resources now 
being harnessed promise 
such a quantity of material 
blessings that many have 
come to believe that a man -
made millennium lies just 
ahead. Poverty will disap-
pear, and there will be such 
abundance that everybody 
can have all the security and 
personal satisfactions he de-
sires. The theory seems to be 
that once everybodyüs prima-
ry instincts are satisfied, there 
wonüt be much left to quarrel 
about.

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Concept VII 
The Conference recognizes that the Charter and the 
Bylaws of the General Service Board are legal instru-
ments: that the Trustees are thereby fully empowered 
to manage and conduct all of the world service affairs 
of Alcoholics Anonymous. It is further understood that 
the Conference Charter itself is not a legal document: 
that it relies instead upon the force of tradition and 
the power of the A.A. purse for its final effectiveness.  
  The  AA Service Manual/ 12 Concepts for World Services úpg. 27 of the Concepts Section  

 This concept may appear to be contradictory; it may look like the 
collision of an irresistible force with an immovable object. On the one 
hand we see a Board of Trustees which is invested with complete legal 
power over A.A.üs funds and services, while on the other hand we find 
that A.A.üs General Service Conference is clothed with such great tradi-
tional influence and financial power that, if necessary, it could overcome 
the legal rights of the Board of Trustees. It can therefore give the Trus-
tees directives and secure compliance with them -practically speaking.  

 This means that the practical power of the Conference will nearly 
always be superior to the legal power of the Trustees. This superior 
power in the Conference flows from the large majprity of group -chosen 
Delegates in the Conference. And finally, in any great extremity, it would 
rest upon the undoubted ability of the Delegates to deny the General 
Service Board the monies wih which to operate úviz., the voluntary con-
tributions of the A.A. groups themselves. Theoretically, the Conference is 
an advisory body only, but practically speaking it has all of the ultimate 
rights and powers that it may ever need.  

 When we reflect that our Trustees have no salaried financial inter-
est in their posts, we can be quite sure that such a Board would neve 
thing of legally contesting the clear and sustained will of the Conference 
Delegates and the A.A. areas they represent.

Would you like to know 
what your character de-
fects are? Do AA service 
work. Would you like to 
spend an hour and a half 
discussing which kind of 
pastries to buy for an an-
niversary party? Then you 
may be cut out for AA ser-
vice work. 

I feel, after over a decade 
of service to AA, that I 
have seen a lot. Some-
times I experience unique 
bonds of joy and work 
with amazing people 
whom otherwise I would 

vice sponsor, a host of 
friends, God, Goddess and 
Higher Powerðsometimes 
all at onceðto survive do-
ing certain AA service 
jobs.  

How did people cope with 
AA service work before cell 
phones? I donôt think I 
could make it through a 
meeting without texting at 
least one fellow member 
with my snarky thoughts.
